2009.1
Whereas health care providers have shown a dramatic transition toward Electronic Prescribing in recent year


Be it resolved that SNPhA supports the development of a universal E-prescribing system and/or with adequate training for all participating providers in an attempt to combat prescription entry errors resulting from improper use.

Be it resolved SNPhA supports and encourages pharmacists and other health care providers to join a national database of electronic medical records with patient approved enrollment and patient controlled access at the point of care so that pharmacists might be better able to oversee their patients’ medical care.

Whereas it is important for pharmacists to properly communicate with other    healthcare professionals
Be it resolved that SNPhA encourages the option of multidisciplinary problem-based learning courses with nursing students, medical students, and dental students to support the provision of collaborative healthcare.

Whereas justice is an obligation to treat everyone in a fair manner and for healthcare providers to ensure an equal quality of care to all of their patients, including patients who are limited in English proficiency.

Be it resolved SNPhA encourages pharmacies to utilize and increase patient awareness of tools that provide adequate language access (i.e. telephone interpretation and non-English patient materials).  As a result, patients will be better equipped with comprehensible information that will promote equality in healthcare, improve therapeutic outcomes, and provide a more diversified patient population with the autonomy afforded to everyone.

Be it resolved that SNPhA supports the action of authorized prescribers to write the indication (approved and off-label uses) or suspected indication on every prescription in an effort to ensure safe and accurate usage of medications

Whereas the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) recommends that a patient be on “several” covered medications to qualify for MTM services under Medicare part D 

Be it resolved that SNPhA supports modifying the regulations under CMS, quantifying the amount of medications which qualify patient eligibility for MTM services; specified as three medications.

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2009.8
Whereas in the state of Tennessee, a state funded Medicaid program, Tenncare, is used to ensure healthcare and prescription benefits for many individuals who would otherwise not be afforded such benefits

Be it resolved that SNPhA strongly supports patients receiving prescriptions through state funded Medicaid programs meet with a pharmacist to complete a review of both acute and chronic illnesses and prescription as well as non prescription as deemed eligible by Medicaid programs. Services provided by pharmacists would be covered by the utilization of reimbursement codes.

Whereas; ASHP takes the position “that by the year 2020, the completion of an ASHP-accredited postgraduate-year-one residency should be a requirement for all new college of pharmacy graduates who will be providing direct patient care.”

Be it resolved; SNPhA takes the position “that by 2020, the completion of an ASHP-accredited postgraduate-year-one residency should be encouraged and ASHP should further support the initiation of residencies that serve under-represented minority communities.”
